Welcome to your first (or second) course in astronomy! | hope that you have an enjoyable
summer session studying at Carleton. This course is aimed at general interest students who have
had minimal exposure to science or mathematics. As such, this course will rely mostly on
descriptive explanations employing diagrams and pictures to help build a heuristic understanding
of the cosmos. However, studying astronomy also requires a basic understanding of the laws of
physics, which requires some use of high school level mathematics.

PHYS 1901 is one of two introductory courses on astronomy offered by Carleton (the other
being PHYS 1902: From Our Stars to the Cosmos). PHYS 1901 focuses on the solar system and
planetary phenomena. By the end of this course you will understand the motions of the sky, how
telescopes work, the characteristics of the planets, how the solar system formed, and the methods
astronomers and scientists use to learn about our neighborhood in the Universe. | hope that you
will gain a deeper appreciation of science and astronomy, and have fun learning!

PHYS 1901 is offered through Carleton University OnLine (CUOL). All lectures and course
materials will be available through Brightspace system and you will have access to them at any
time during the semester.

5. Course Modality

PHYS 1901 is offered as an Asynchronous Course. This course is an online course where the
instructor and students share information, ideas, and learning experiences in a virtual course
space. Asynchronous courses do not have required live, scheduled meetings online. However,
students are expected to remain up to date with the deadlines and due dates provided by the
instructor. These courses require high-speed Internet access and a computer.

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7. Course Components and Marking Scheme

a. Marks and passing conditions

The marking scheme is as follows:

In order to pass the course, your overall grade must be at least 50 %. In addition, you MUST
submit at least 2 assignments as a course requirement to pass the course.

As with any university-level course, it is imperative that you view all lectures if you wish to
succeed. The course assessment consists of four assignments, a midterm exam, and a final exam.
In this section, | explain how each assessment component factors into your final grade.

b. Lectures

The lectures will be available online through Brightspace. Each week, 4 additional lecture
recordings will become available; 2 recordings will be posted on Monday and 2 recordings will
be posted on Wednesday at 12:00 am.

Refer to Section 6 of this course outline for a detailed schedule of the delivery of the material,
including the content and textbook chapters covered every week. The textbook is an important
tool to learn scientific material. The book identifies the learning objectives, explains the
fundamental concepts, and contains several review problems.

c. Assignments (60%)

There will be four written assignments to be completed outside of class. | encourage
collaboration with your colleagues on the assignments, but | stress that collaboration does not
mean copying. Please familiarize yourself with Carleton University’s policies regarding
plagiarism and academic honesty (you can find these policies in the Undergraduate Calendar and
in Section 6 of this course outline). I hope that you will find the assignments thought provoking
and fun. Don’t worry if at times you get stuck — | will be more than willing to help. Remember,
the process of getting unstuck is called learning.

e Students are expected to complete all assignments and class activities within the time
frames and by the dates indicated in this outline.

d. Midterm Exam (25%)

The midterm exam will be held on Monday, May 27, 2024 at 6:00 p.m. — 7:30 p.m. Eastern
Time, and will take place online through Brightspace. The exam will be open-book and consist
of multiple-choice questions. If you have a legitimate reason for missing the midterm exam, a
deferred midterm exam may be scheduled for you. More details about the midterm exam will be
announced later.

e. Final Exam (25%)

The final examination will be held during the Early Summer exam period, June 21— 27, 2024,
and will take place online through Brightspace. The date and time of the exam are scheduled by
the central university scheduling service and will be announced part of the way through the term.
The final exam will be cumulative, open-book, and consist of multiple-choice questions. More
details about the exam will be announced at a later date.



f. Deferred Exams

If you miss the Final Exam for a valid reason such as illness, you may apply for a Deferred Exam
through the registrar’s office. A Deferred Exam replaces only the Final Exam portion of your
grade. Deferred Exams for the Early Summer term are scheduled during July 19 — 21, 2024.

Students with significant incomplete term work, such that a failing grade would be awarded
regardless of the final exam score, will not be permitted to write a deferred exam.

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is the passing off of someone else’s work as your own and is a serious academic
offence.

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What are the Penalties for Plagiarism?

A student found to have plagiarized an assignment may be subject to one of several penalties
including: expulsion; suspension from all studies at Carleton; suspension from full-time studies;
and/or a reprimand; a refusal of permission to continue or to register in a specific degree
program; academic probation; award of an FNS, Fail, or an ABS.

What are the Procedures?

1. All allegations of plagiarism are reported to the Dean of the Faculty of Science.
Documentation is prepared by instructors and/or departmental chairs.

2. The Dean writes to the student and the University Ombudsperson about the alleged
plagiarism.

3. The Dean reviews the allegation. If it is not resolved at this level then it is referred to a
tribunal appointed by the Senate.

Students are expected to familiarize themselves with and follow the Carleton University Student
Academic Integrity Policy (see https://carleton.ca/registrar/academic-integrity/). The Policy is
strictly enforced and is binding on all students. Plagiarism and cheating — presenting another’s
ideas, arguments, words or images as your own, using unauthorized material, misrepresentation,
fabricating or misrepresenting research data, unauthorized co-operation or collaboration or
completing work for another student — weaken the quality of the undergraduate degree.
Academic dishonesty in any form will not be tolerated. Students who infringe the Policy may be
subject to one of several penalties including: expulsion; suspension from all studies at Carleton;
suspension from full-time studies; a refusal of permission to continue or to register in a specific
degree program; academic probation; or a grade of Failure in the course.

For any offences committed after January 6, 2020, minimum penalties for violations of the
Academic Integrity Policy will be applied as follows:

e First offence, first-year students (< 4.0 credits completed): No credit for the assignment
or activity in question, or a final grade reduction of one full letter grade (e.g., A- becomes
B-, if reduction results in an F, so be it), whichever penalty is more severe.

e First offence (everyone else): F in the course
e Second offence: One-year suspension from program

e Third offence: Expulsion from the University

Note: these are minimum penalties. More severe penalties will be applied in cases of egregious
offences (e.g., a first-year student accessing Brightspace from their phone during an exam will be
given an F in the course; bribing a faculty member or a TA for a better grade would be grounds
for suspension, etc.)

If you are unsure of the expectations regarding academic integrity (how to use and cite
references, how much collaboration with lab- or classmates is appropriate), ASK your instructor
or your TA. It is NEVER okay to upload assignments to online sites such as Chegg,
CourseHero, OneClass, etc.
